General Manager, Ken Deck, provided background information and advised the Board that the
purposc of the fund was to have funds available with the Pucnte Basin Water Agency to draw
from for feasibility studies on potential projects to be undertaken by Puente Basin Water
Agency. Mr. Deck further explained that currently Walnut Valley has been advancing the money
and invoicing Rowland for their share. This lunding would provide for a more efficient
mcchanism to pay for developing proposals for projects, therefore, it is his recommendation that
the Board approve the establishment of the Fund within the Puente Dasin Water Agency, In
response o a question, Director |ima explained that proposed projects would be subject Lo the
approval of the Boards of Walnut and Rowland Water Districts before they would be undertaken.
Aler discussion, upon motion by Director Lima, scconded by Director |.ewis, the Board
unanimously approved the establishment of the [und in the amount of $150,000.00,

Review and Approve 2013-14 Salary Schedule

Mr. Ienry advised the Board that the CalPLERS has instituted a now requircment that its
contracting agencics certify their salary schedule at least once a year for purposcs of enabling
CalPLRS to cnsure that compensalion 1s not “spiked” in the last year prior to retirement. He
cxplained the District’s salary structure to the Board. Mr, Deck responded Lo a question [rom
President TLu-Yang, thal the salary schedule rellects the 2% increase approved by the Board ol
Direclors in connection with the annual budget. Divector Bellah requested that the Minutes
rellect that the salary schedule presented for approval included “monthly™ salary rates.

(eneral Manager, Ken Deck, presenied a map setling forth the location of the District lacilities
which are altfected by the grade separation. Ile referred to the District letter sent to the Alameda
Corridor-East Construction Authority (ACL) in connection with the I'ullerton Road grade
separation and reeyeled water line relocation and the District’s cost concerns. Also included in
the Board packet was the response received from ACE advising that a meeting to discuss the
potential issues would be scheduled. He expressed his concern thal this grade separation will
place a substantial inancial burden on the District’s rate payers and that they will derive no
benefil from this project since its primary objective is to diminish traffic congestion. Ile is
hopeful that the District can discuss this matter further with ACL and hopefully receive some
financial relicf in connection with the relocation of the Distriet’s reeyeled water lines.

Puente Basin Water Ageney
Director Lima reporled on the current activities and projects of the Puente Basin Waler Agency.,

General Manager, Ken Deck, advised the Board that the District had applied for and was
awarded funds to conduet a l'casibility Study on a regional projeet in 2009 by the Water Quality
Authority (WQA). The WQA Board has approved reallocating those funds to a new feasibility
study in connection with the Pomona Valley Operable Unit (PVOLU) project being condueted
through the Puente Basin Water Agency, Mr. Deck explained thal Rowland was the agency thal
originally applied for the funds and that the WQA has agreed to pay for 65% of the Study, but in
order for WQA to pay 65%, the I'easibility Study will have to be contracted through Rowland,
not the Puente Basin Watcr Apency. Additionally, Northrup-Grummond has agreed to pay 20%,
and Rowland and Walnut will pay the final 15%.

Gieneral Manager, Ken Deck, also referred Lo the Tetler included in the Board packet [rom the
Department of Waler Resources indicating thal they had recorded and filed the Districl’s waler
rights lease agreement for 306 acre feet in the Central Basin, for the period covering July 1,
2013, through June 30, 20185.

Subject: Investment Update — July 2013

Economic Review: The next meeting of the Federal Reserve is scheduled for September
[ 7th. The last meeting was held on July 30th. The Fed Funds rate remains at a target
range of 0 to 4 percent. At the meeting, the I'ederal Rescrve stated that “cconomic
activity has been expanding at a moderatc pace. Labor market conditions have shown
further improvement in recent months, on balance, but the unemployment rate remains
clevated. Household spending and business [ixed invesiment advanced, and the housing
secior has strengthening, but morlgage rates have risen somewhat and fiscal policy is
restraining economic growth,” The latest reading of the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for
Los Angeles, Riverside and Orange Counties was 1.5 for the month of June. The
previous reading was 1.0 in May.

LAIF Update: LAIF ended the month of July with a yield of 0.27%. This represents a
{03 basis point increase from the month of June. A comparison with last year shows
LLAIF .09 basis points lower than July 2013 when the yicld stood at 0.36%.

RWD Investments: Rowland Water District’s bond portlolio carries an average yield of
1.61%, a .05 basis point decrease [rom the month of May. This represents a 1.34 basis
point premium to LAIF, The District had one bond mature in the month of July. It was a
$250,000 U.S. Treasury Bill with a 5 year maturity and a yicld of 3.38%. Staff is looking
into ways to reinvest these funds. The District’s CD Placement Program has an effective
yield of 0.44% with an average maturity of 669 days.

The District currently does not have a formal Administrative Leave policy lor ils Executive level
managers and mid-level managers. Executive level managers include the Assistant General Manager,
Tinance Officer and Dircetor of Administrative Scrvices. (The General Manager is also included in this
level, but is covered under an employment contract). Mid-level managers include the Distribution
Superintendent and Waler Systems Superintendent, These positions contribute a substantial amount of
time beyond their regular working hours, allending meelings, evenis and responding to emergencics and
are nol eligible for overtime compensation,

Staff has conducted a survey of several water agencies in the area, i.e., Walnut Valley Water District,
Cucamonga Valley Water Distriet, Three Valleys Municipal Water District. These agencies do have
formalized Administrative Leave Policies that on the average provide for up to five (5) days leave for
Exceutive Managers and (hree (3) days leave [or Mid-level managers.

This administrative leave would be tracked separately. The administrative leave must be used within the
fiscal year and cannot be accrued nor turned in for cash payment. TLis a “use it, or lose it leave,

It is staff’s rccommendation that the Board of Dircctors adopt the Administrative Leave Policy thal

provides five days (5) Administrative Leave for Exceutive Managers and three (3) days for Mid-level
Managers effective July 1, 2013,
