Approve Directors’ Meeting Reimbursements for December 2011

Upon motion by Vice President Lu-Yang, seconded by Director Rios, the Directors’ Meeting
Reimbursement Report was approved as presented. The motion was unanimously carried.

Presentation from National Demographics Corp. on Results from Their Review of 2010
Census Data for Existing Rowland Water Director Divisions

Alan Heslop, Ph.D., and David Meyer presented a Power Point presentation analyzing the 2010
census data to provide the necessary steps to equalize the population of the five divisions to the
extent practicable, by adjusting division boundaries. Dr. Heslop presented draft Plans A and B.
The Board discussed the two proposals and determined that Plan B was less desirable, due to the
fact that the changes to Division 1 would place the sitting Director outside her division. Upon
motion by Director Lewis, seconded by Vice President Lu-Yang and unanimously carried, the
Board directed staff to move forward with finalizing Plan A.
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Resolution No. 1-2012 of the Rowland Water District Board of Directors Amending Board
Policy for Election and Rotation of Board Officers (Supersedes Resolution No. 3-2008)
District Counsel explained that the Water Code requires that the election of the President of the
Board of Directors and any other officers be held within 30 days after the Directors take office
after an election, (Water Code §30520), therefore the Board is required to hold an election within
30 days after the first Friday in December of odd-numbered years. In order to accomplish the
Board’s desire that the Board officers serve for two years, the Board could choose to have two-
year terms for President and Vice-President beginning in January of even numbered years or
have one-year terms with the ability of a Director to serve two consecutive terms as President.
After discussion of the goals of the Board to discourage the election of Board Presidents with a
minimum amount of experience as a member of the Board, the Board expressed a preference to
go with one-year terms with the ability to serve for two consecutive terms. A motion was made
by Director Lewis, seconded by Director Bellah, and unanimously carried to approve Resolution
No. 1-2012, as proposed with the President and Vice-President serving one-year terms with the
ability to serve two consecutive terms, upon the following roll call vote:

Motion was passed by a vote of 5-0.

Water Purchase Report

General Manager, Ken Deck, reported that imported water purchases from Metropolitan Water
District are down for the third year in a row.
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Update on MWD LRP Funding for Recycled Water

General Manager, Ken Deck, reported on the MWD LRP Program. Mr. Deck reviewed the
program, pointing out that the District is entering into the seventh year of the 25-year agreement.
The agreement currently provides for a $100 per acre foot credit on imported water purchased
for every acre foot of recycled water sold over 340 acre feet, within a July to June fiscal year.
M. Deck noted that, with the District's aggressive expansion of the recycled water system and
the conversion of over 80 potable water irrigation services to recycled water, the milestone of
340 acre feet was met in November 2011, where in years past it wasn't until May or June that the
milestone was met.

Vice President Lu-Yang reported that the meeting format at Three Valleys had been changed to
one workshop meeting and one board meeting per month, eliminating the committee meeting
structure.

President Lima reported that the Miramar Plant will have a 14-day shutdown in February to work
on their filtration system. He noted that MWD is discussing the possibility that they will no
longer be discounting the cost of "spreading" water and that Director DeJesus reported on the
anticipated MWD increases for the 2013-2014 fiscal year -- they are working on their long-range
financial plan.

Project Ad hoc Committee

Vice President Lu-Yang reviewed the Project Summary contained in the Board packets. In
particular, she noted that the La Habra Heights County Water District project is still on hold.



The District has engaged in a "no cost" pilot program to test nitrification issues in District
reservoirs. President Lima reported on the newly instituted District vehicle tracking system
which monitors vehicle performance, location and speed. This system will be activated on
January 18, 2012.

Subject: Investment Update — January 2012

Economic Review: The next meeting of the Federal Reserve is scheduled for March
13th. The last meeting was held on January 24th. The Fed Funds rate remains at a target
range of 0 to ¥4 percent. At that mecting, the Federal Reserve stated that “the Committee
seeks to foster maximum employment and price stability. The Committee expects
economic growth over coming quarters to be modest and consequently anticipates that
the unemployment rate will decline only gradually. Strains in global financial markets
continue to pose significant downside risks to the economic outlook." The Federal
Reserve elected to maintain the federal funds rate at 0 to 1/4 percent at least through late
2014. The latest reading of the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for Los Angeles, Riverside
and Orange Counties was 2.2 for the month of December. The previous reading was 3.2
in November.

LAIF Update: LAIF ended the month of January with a yield of 0.37%. This represents
a .02 basis point decrease from the month of December. A comparison with last year
shows LAIF .17 basis points lower than January 2011 when the yield stood at .54%.

RWD Investments: Rowland Water District’s bond portfolio carries an average yield of
2.57%, a .15 basis point decrease from the month of December. This represents a 2.20
basis point premium to LAIF. The District had two bonds mature and one bond purchase
in the month of January . The maturities were a three and four year bond with yields of
2.50 and 4.50%. The purchase was a US Treasury Note with a maturity of five years and
a interest rate of 1.00% The District’s CD Placement Program has an effective yield of
.80% with an average maturity of 581 days, no change from December:

Code for preserving the voting rights of minorities, while maintaining the continuity of
representation by Directors elected by the District’s constituents;

1. In accordance with Section 30733 of the Water Code and Section 22000 of
the Elections Code, the boundaries of the five divisions from which the
Directors of the Rowland Water District are elected shall be adjusted and from
the effective date of this Resolution, shall be as described in Exhibit “A” and
as shown on the map attached as Exhibit “B” to this Resolution.



2. The General Manager is hereby directed to cause a certified copy of this
Resolution, along with the Exhibits and any other documentation necessary to
effect the adjustment of the division boundaries, to be filed with the Registrar
of Voters or other appropriate election official of the County of Los Angeles.

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO AMENDED, RESTATED AND RENEWED
JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT CREATING PUENTE BASIN WATER AGENCY
(which Joint Powers Agreement is referred to herein as the “AGREEMENT”) is made
and entered into this  day of , 2012, by and between ROWLAND WATER
DISTRICT, hereinafter sometimes called “ROWLAND” and WALNUT VALLEY
WATER DISTRICT, hereinafter sometimes called “WALNUT”.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, ROWLAND and WALNUT entered into the AGREEMENT on
October 28, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the commissioners appointed by ROWLAND and WALNUT have
determined that an amendment to the AGREEMENT is necessary to provide for the
annual rotation of certain officers of the Puente Basin Water Agency (“AGENCY™); and

WHEREAS, subdivision 2 of Section I of the AGREEMENT provides for the
amendment of the AGREEMENT upon the unanimous approval of the AGENCY’s
members,

NOW, THEREFORE, ROWLAND and WALNUT, for and in consideration of
the mutual benefits, promises and agreements set forth herein, amend the AGREEMENT
as follows:

L. Subdivision 1 of Section E of the AGREEMENT, entitled “OFFICERS,”
is amended to read as follows, with the deleted language stricken and new language
underlined:

“l.  Selection. At the Commission fizst=meeting in February of each
edd-numbered year, there shall be selected from the Commission a
Chairman and a Vice Chairman. When the Commissioners select a
Chairman from WALNUT, the Vice Chairman shall be from ROWLAND.

Chairman shall be from WALNUT. Such offices shall alternate between
the Commissioners from WALNUT and ROWLAND each year. evesy
twe—()—wears.  There shall also be a Secretary, Treasurer and
Administrative Officer. The Secretary of the Commission shall rotate
annually between the General Manager of WALNUT, or WALNUT’S
General Manager’s designee, and the General Manager of ROWLAND, or
ROWLAND’S General Manager’s designee. The Treasurer of the




Commission shall be the Treasurer of ROWLAND or ROWLAND’S
General Manager’s designee. The Treasurer shall be the depository for
and shall have custody of all money of the Agency, from whatever source.
The Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping the books and accounts of
the Agency, and complying with the policies of the Agency concerning the
safekeeping of funds, investments and audits. The Administrative Officer
shall be the General Manager of WALNUT, or WALNUT’S General
Manager’s designee. The Administrative Officer shall be responsible for
overseeing all Projects. In addition, the Commission shall have the power
to appoint such additional officers and to employ such additional
employees, consultants or assistants as may be appropriate and within any
approved budget. Each and all of said officers, consultants or employees
shall hold office or be employed at the pleasure of the Commission and
shall perform such duties and have such powers as the Commission may
determine. The compensation of any and all officers, employees or agents
of the Commission, if any, shall be fixed by the Commission.”

II. Except as amended by the foregoing, all other provisions of the
AGREEMENT shall remain in full force and effect.
